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Dementia can affect someone’s memory, reduces the ability to learn, reason, retain or recall past experience and
loss of patterns of thoughts, feelings and activities. Dementia divides into reversible and irreversible. But only
about 10% is reversible. Some common forms of dementia are Alzheimer's disease, vascular dementia, frontotem-
poral dementia, semantic dementia and dementia with Lewy bodies. Of these, Alzheimer's disease is the most

common.
